Dr. Albert J. Judge Jr., age 92 of Mentor, passed away Sunday, August 15,
2021 at the David Simpson Hospice House, Cleveland, Ohio. He was born on
October 31, 1928 in Cleveland, Ohio to the late Albert and Ruby Judge Sr. 

 

Albert graduated from Mayfield High School in 1946 where he enjoyed track
and basketball. He attended Kenyon College, received his Bachelors of
Science Education from Kent State University followed by a Masters in
Chemistry from Case Western Reserve University. He obtained a PhD in
Education from the University of Sarasota, Fla. 

 

He taught AP Chemistry at Euclid High School and was the assistant
basketball coach for “Doc” Daugherty during the 60’s before transferring to
Lakeland Community College where he devoted his love of teaching
chemistry until he retired in 1987. Many of his contributions to the education of
science stem from being President of Northeast Ohio Science Teachers
Association to NASA-NSTA Youth Science Congress. Career achievements
and awards from the Associated Physics Teachers, Educational Research
Association, The James Bryant Conant Award by the American Chemical
Society, Outstanding Teacher from The Ohio Academy of Science, Gustav OH
AUS Award by the NSTA, NSTA citation for Distinguished Teaching, and the
Sports Hall of Fame Euclid High School -Basketball 1968. He was also an
ACS-NSTA Cooperative Chemistry Examination Writer. 



While he wasn’t busy with his love for science and education, Albert enjoyed
golfing and tennis with friends, fishing, and camping with family. Watching his
grandchildren play sports was the highlight of his retirement years. He was an
avid gardener of daylilies and dwarf fruit trees. He enjoyed local archeology
digs. The Cosmos and Carl Sagan were influential in his life to seek and
question the vastness of our universe.
