He was inducted into the
Harvey High School Hall of Fame in 2005 for his contributions to the success
of 1951 Harvey High School Football team. 

 

John graduated from Bridgeport High School class of 1940. He became a
veteran of the US Army, serving as a Tank Commander. After marrying Vivian,
he graduated from Kent State University, where he played basketball and
football. As a junior quarterback, he established an all-time passing record
and was considered the fourth best passer in the nation among small
colleges.
